Turf Talk

| hope everyone is enjoying the beautiful weather we
have had this Spring.

Most golf courses in Southeast Michigan had severe
turf loss due to ice cover for a long period over the
winter. Our worse damage (as always) was on #8
green. We encourage recovery with aerification,
seeding, sodding and nutrient inputs. The green is 98%
recovered to date.

Weed eliminating has been a huge challenge this
spring, as the rains and cool air has prevailed. Most of
the weeds are dead or dying and we will see a much
cleaner lok in June. | will continue to spot weed where
needed and where the grass is thin will use nutrients to
help the grass compete better.

Ball washers were pulled off the course for repainting
and complete internal refurbishing. They are all on the
course now.

The cart paths fared well through the winter. We are
repairing or already have repaired the path on 10 and 4
which had very minor wash outs. The path on 8 needs
to be bladed and raked often because the base is peat
which is unstable.

The turf grass is really waking up now that the night
time temps are warmer. It is beautiful, green and we
have not had water pressure yet. Speaking of water,
take note of the wonderful drainage work done in the
fall. Our favorite member crew did a fantastic job!
Thank you again. Say Hello to our very busy crew,
David, Lee Ann, Tom and our weekend and summer
help Joe, Eben, Adam and Ben.
